Maxwell Scholar Program 2012-2013

Program Overview

The Maxwell Scholar Program awards $15,000 renewable scholarships to five winners and $12,000 renewable
scholarships to five runners-up. Winners are selected based on academic success, leadership experience, and
Christian service. Candidates must be incoming freshmen, qualify for the President’s or Dean’s Scholarship, and
submit an application that includes an essay and letters of recommendation.

Recipients will be recognized by Pacific Union College at their high school graduations and may also be featured
in news stories and advertisements for the college. The scholarships are renewable if the scholars maintain a
minimum GPA of 3.5 each quarter.

Eligibility:
Applicants for the Maxwell Scholar Program must meet the following requirements:
- Accepted to Pacific Union College by the Office of Admissions
- Eligible for President’s or Dean’s Scholarship (recipients of a Maxwell Scholarship will not receive additional
academic based awards)
- Must be an incoming freshman

- Scholars announced: May 15, 2012

Selection Process:
All application material (application, resume, letters of recommendation, essay) must be received or postmarked by
April 15, 2012. Please mail all application material together in one packet.

Applicants will be checked for eligibility verification. A committee comprised of faculty, staff, and administration
determine the winners and runners up.

The selection committee may choose to conduct phone interviews with the semi-finalists.

The Maxwell Scholar Program honors Dr. Malcolm Maxwell and his wife, Eileen, and their commitment to Adventist
education. Dr. Maxwell was the first alumnus to serve as president of PUC, and he had the longest tenure at 18
years.

Union University and earned his doctorate in biblical studies at Drew University. At Drew, Maxwell was honored as a

Rockefeller Fellow and Drew University Scholar.
