Call ahead to make an appointment for TB ($12) and AIDS/HIV testing. Some immunizations are available by order only, like Hepatitis A and B; call in advance and request them. 
The nurse can also do your General Conference Health Exam. You do not need to see a doctor for this exam. You need to make an appointment for her to do so.

The Most Common Vaccinations
Tetanus – (Available at PUC Health Services)  Cost: about $50.
It is recommended to get a booster shot every 10 years.

Hepatitis A - (NOT available at PUC Health Services - call ahead).  Cost: about $83.

Two shots are 90% effective for trips up to one year.  This vaccine needs to be finished 4-6 weeks before you depart.  

Hepatitis B - (Available at PUC Health Services - call ahead).  Cost: about $73 each.

The Hepatitis B vaccine is a series of 3 shots.  This is a strong recommendation for anyone traveling outside of the US.  Also, it is recommended to get a booster every 10 years. 

Check with the Missions Coordinator about the recommendations for your chosen country.
Call Health Service as soon as possible to order your vaccine.  The series is a six month process so start now.
Typhoid:  (NOT available at PUC Health Services)

Most areas recommend this.  It is a one-time oral vaccine.  This needs to be taken at least 6 weeks before departure for adequate protection.  It will last for 5 years.  You can get this from your personal physician, local health department, or at the Napa Immunization Clinic.  Malanone is a pill you can take for short periods if you are temporarily in an area where typhoid is highly prevalent.  Not recommended for long-term use (more than a month).

AIDS/HIV TEST
All Student Missionaries going to the Marshall Islands will need to have an AIDS/HIV test; several South American countries require it. Foreign governments require the original documents so have that in hand.
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
