What is a nurse?
The Registered Nurse (R.N.) 
represents a vital part of the 
healthcare system, working to 
promote health, prevent disease, 
and help patients cope with 
illness. Nurses are advocates and 
health educators for patients, 
families, and communities.

Where do nurses work?
Homes, doctors’ offices, 
schools, the military, mission 
fields, publishing houses, 
camps, airlines, professional 
organizations and many 
other places. Nurses can be 
involved in caring for the sick, 

rehabilitating the handicapped, 
promoting health, preventing 
disease, teaching health classes, 
teaching in a school of nursing 
and a host of other activities. 
In the hospital, an R.N. has 
the opportunity to practice in 
trauma/emergency, critical care, 
outpatient and inpatient surgery, 
obstetrics/gynecology, pediatrics, 
geriatrics, oncology, cardiology, 
rehabilitation, and psychiatry. 
In the community, an R.N. can 
practice in physicians’ offices, 
clinics, schools, occupational and 
public health systems, or home 
health. 
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
