Deadlines Sheet
Now

· Begin fundraising.  Stop by World Missions to pick up postage-paid envelopes to send out to with your letters to your donors.

· Mark your calendars for Student Missionary Out-going Retreat: May 1 (required event).

 February/March

· Most of you will not need to get Hepatitis B shots, but it is highly recommended.  This is a series of three shots.  The first shot should be given before February 27.  Call Health Services ahead of time to order it (check with us first to see if you need it).
· Visa applications should be turned in by March 6 with your passport for Student Missionaries going to Japan, Korea, Thailand, and Czech Republic. Visas for these countries can take several months to obtain.
· Fingerprints should be mailed to Sacramento for the Police Clearance required by the Marshall and Micronesia Islands by March 3.  This process can take up to five weeks.  Get the Live Scan form from the World Mission Coordinator.

· DEADLINE for ALL Student Missionary applications is MARCH 13.
April

· DEADLINE for HALF of your World Missions Fund money is April 3.
· April 1: Passport application mailed or taken in. This can take 4-6 weeks. 

· World Missions Orientation begins spring quarter (required). 
· Immunizations: call Health Service ahead of time to make an appointment to get your Hepatitis A shot.  Also know which vaccines are required and ask them which ones you can get at Health Services. Check with us FIRST. You will need to get them at a doctor’s office or at the Department of Health in Napa if Health Services cannot administer these shots.

May

· Remainder of World Missions Fund money turned in by May 8.

· MAY 1:  SM Retreat
· AIDS test for those who must have it can be taken at Health Services. Call for appointment.  Be sure to ask for the ORIGINAL lab report. The governments requesting this test for entry into their country/island will NOT accept a photocopy.
· A copy of your passport must be turned in by May 9.  We can make copies in the World Mission Office.
