Nuclear Medicine is the medical specialty that utilizes the
nuclear properties of radioactive and stable nuclides to make
diagnostic evaluations of the anatomic or physiologic conditions
of the body. The skills of the Nuclear Medicine technologist
complement those of the Nuclear Medicine physician and of
other allied health professionals.

Professional Training

Upon completion of the B.S. requirements at Loma LInda
University, the student is eligible to sit for the qualifying
examinations in

1. Nuclear Medicine of the American Registry of Radiologic

Technologists (ARRT)
2. The Nuclear Medicine Technology Certification Board
(NMTCB) for Nuclear Medicine.

Once the student has completed the board exams for the
ARRT or the NMTCB, they can apply to the State of California,
Department of Health Sciences for the California license.

Students will be able to sit for the boards for Positron
Emmission Technology (PET), and Computed Tomography (CT)
exam from the ARRT after additional clinical training has been
completed
